	Information Writing – Captions: An important feature of information writing is the captions. As we know captions describe what is happening in the picture/illustration/photograph on the information sheet. Under Language, Literacy and Communication in the supporting documents section, there are two tasks:
1. Captions worksheet: can you please look at the images on the captions worksheet and have a go at writing a caption to go with the image? You can make them as funny or as serious as you like!
2. Illustrate the caption: can you please have a look at the caption and create an illustration to go with it! You must remember to draw exactly what the caption says!

Extension: Can you find some pictures from old newspapers/magazines/books/the internet to write some of your own captions? You could cut and stick the images you find to a piece of paper or copy them from the internet to a j2e5 file on Hwb and write the captions underneath! 

Information Writing  – St Dwynwen (Please watch the video of the story of St. Dwynwen in the supporting documents):
1. Can you complete some of your own research on St Dwynwen – what can you find out about her that was not shared in the story? Can you find any interesting facts? 

2. Can you create an information poster all about St. Dwynwen? Don’t forget to include the following as an example:
· A heading (St Dwynwen) 
· Subheadings (Who was she? Why do we celebrate her?)
· Information 
· Illustrations/photographs/pictures
· Captions/Labels

There is a template in the Language, Literacy and Communication section of this fortnight’s supporting documents if you would like to use it. Don’t forget to check the information poster you create against the success criteria! Get someone in your family to check whether you have included everything you need.
Don’t forget if you are unsure on how to write an information poster; please refer back to the video on how to write an information poster that was shared last fortnight.
  
Fiction and Non-fiction sorting: As we are looking at information writing more, we need to make sure we know the difference between fiction and non-fiction stories. Last time you sorted, into two piles, books that you have at home. 
Please have a look at the supporting documents section for this fortnight – click on language, literacy and communication – see the fiction and non-fiction section that has a powerpoint and a video from BBC bitesize explaining the difference between fiction and non-fiction. After you have had a look at both BBC bitesize have some activities linked and there is a fiction and non-fiction sorting activity to complete. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Poetry – senses poem:  A senses a poem is all about using your five senses: smell, touch, see, hear and tatse. Can you write a senses poem based on what you can see, smell, touch, taste and hear when you are by the sea? This may be different depending on when you are there, is it a warm summers day or a cold, wintery day?  

Please watch the video on the supporting documents page to learn more about the senses and how to complete a senses poem. An illustration is always lovely to go with a poem so please decorate it once you have written it too.   

Reading eggs: Please don’t forget to log onto your reading eggs at least three times a week to practise your fast phonics, reading eggs and reading eggspress activities! Activities will also be allocated for you to have a go!

Spelling – Week 1: ‘or’   /   Week 2: ‘ow’
Please see the spelling page under supporting documents for videos and games linked to this fortnight’s sounds. There are also spelling challenges and a booklet linked to the ‘ow’ and ‘or’ sound. 

Don’t forget the green, yellow and red groups are not our usual spelling groups – they range from easier (green) to harder (red) so please choose which spelling challenge you would like to do and have a go!

Spelling, punctuation and grammar – please go to the language, literacy and communication section of this fortnight’s supporting documents and have a go at playing ‘karate cats’ and ‘small town superheroes’.

Handwriting: Please go to the handwriting tab on the home learning main page and see this fortnight’s handwriting activity. There is also some lined paper to help you practise. It is like the paper inside of your handwriting books in school! Remember to write the sky letters and floor letters to the red line and joining letters to be within the blue lines!

Week 3: practising diagonal join to an anticlockwise letter: ice / ide

Week 4: practising horizontal join: ow / ou

More fine motor skills activities have been added too! Please warm up your fingers by watching the video first!You can also do some practical fine motor skills at home with things you may have like threading beads, peg board and using tweezers or tongs to sort coins/lego/buttons etc. 
	Humanities/Expressive Arts – St Dwynwen: (Please watch the video of the story of St. Dwynwen):
1. Three wishes: As part of the story, St. Dwynwen was granted three wishes: if you had the chance to have three wishes, what would they be? Can you write your three wishes on Hwb via J2e5 or JIT so we can see them or write them on paper and forward them to us! 

2. Heart collage - Dydd Santes Dwynwen: This is considered to be the Welsh version to Valentine's Day and is celebrated on 25th of January every year. It celebrates Dwynwen, the Welsh saint of lovers, who we saw in the story. Can you create heart collage for someone you love? This could be your mum, dad, siblings, grandparents, a friend etc. Gather a selection of old materials like newspapers, magazines, books, fabric, recycled materials preferably in pink or red. But if you want to make a unique collage you could use photographs or natural resources – this is fine too! Cut your materials into small pieces and stick them in the shape of a heart. Please see examples below. 
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Humanties –  Dwellings of the water – Padlet: Can you click on the following link that will take you to our discussion page. It will ask you to list all of the dwellings you can think of linked to water. What homes are there? Who lives in these homes? Please write as many as you can think of! These can be homes in the sea, in ponds and homes ontop of the water!

Humanities – Sea Animals – Information Poster: Can you write your own animals of the sea information poster? You will need to complete some research in order to write your information poster. Use the blank mindmap to make some notes from your research. There are also some videos and a powerpoint presentation to help you on the supporting documents page under the ‘humanities’ section. You can then use this to complete your own information poster on an animal of the sea. Please remember to watch the video on how to write an information poster from last fortnight and check your writing against the success criteria! There are some templates under the humanities section of the home learning page to help you write your information poster. 


Science and Technology – materials: 
1. Float or sink experiment: As we are looking at the water, can you have a go at experimenting with objects to see whether they float or sink.
· Firstly, gather some objects from in and around your home, for example, coins, stones, lego, pencil, keys, orange, playdough, stick etc. You can choose as many as you like! 
· Next you will need water – fill a bowl or even the bath with water to test your objects.
· Use the record sheet in the supporting documents section under ‘science and technology’ if you can – please just use spare paper or hwb if you like. 
· Write down the name of the object and make a prediction on whether you think the object will float or whether they will sink. You could separate your objects into two piles and then record.
· Now time to experiment! Test the objects one by one and record whether they float or sink.
· Was your prediction correct? Give it a tick or a cross. Why do you think the object floated or sunk?

Extension: Can you change the shape of anything you used in the experiment? For example, if you used playdough as one of your objects, does it make a difference to whether the object floats or sinks if the playdough is rolled up like a ball or made flat like a pancake? If you used a coin, could you try a difference coin to see if that is the same? If you used an orange, does it still float/sink if you remove the skin? Try out a few!!! 
 
2. Design your own floating home: From your experiment, can you gather some materials that you think will be able to float on water in order to create a floating home? For example, you could gather some items such as plastic pots, sticks, sponges, cardboard, egg cartons, foil, bubble wrap etc. Once you have some items have a go at constructing a boat by using materials to stick it altogether – glue, rubber bands, celotape. You can then build on your boat to create a home. Who will it be for? What is the story behind your boat? Test out your design!!! Place your floating home in water to see if it floats!


Science and Technology – digital competency –  Hour of Code: 
The hour of code activities are amazing for pupils to have their own fun at coding. However, this will be the first time Year 2 will be accessing this particular website. 100 square practise: using a 100 square to locate and order numbers activities. 

Practical activity: Can you make a picture out of 100 things! For example, can you make a picture of a heart out of 100 pieces of lego!

Addition and Subtraction: counting on and back in 2’s, 5’s and 10’s activities. 

Practical activity: Can you show how you count in 2’s, 5’s and 10 by grouping concrete resources. For example, can you group sets of leaves into 2’s up to at least 20 or can you group coins into 5’s up to at least 50?

Multiplication: We will follow our counting on and back in 2’s, 5’s and 10’s learning by looking at multiplication. Please have a look and start practising by watching percy parker - our favourite songs to sing when leanring multiplication! It will help you to count in 2’s, 5’s and 10’s too!
