	Writing. 

Information writing.
1. This term our writing focus will be information writing. Have a look at the books you have at home and see if you can find any information books. Can you compare it to a fiction (story) book? What do you notice? Can you find things that are similar and things that are different? You do not need to write this down but you can chat about the differences with a grown up or older brothers and sisters. Could you have a go at sorting the fiction and non fiction books you have at home into two groups? Which pile is your favourite?!


2. Can you write an information poster about all about you? Have a look at the explanation video to help you with this task. Remember to include the following:
· A heading (All About Me).
· Subheadings
· Information (real facts telling the reader all about you – this could be a description of what you look like and what your likes and dislikes are)
· Pictures/illustrations/photographs
· Captions/Labels

You can do this on J2E or on paper and take photo and email it to us. Please see the ‘supporting documents’ section for a template you could use for the information sheet.

	Time

Tips for Parents.
Time, particularly digital time, can be quite a tricky concept. Please don’t worry if it takes a while for your child to understand some aspects of this topic – particularly quarter to on a digital clock. This is completely normal. We usually teach time many times in the school year both as a focussed block of lessons as well as incidentally throughout the day when noting various times in the daily routine e,g, playtime, lunchtime etc. As a guideline for how much to complete at a time, in class we would usually complete 1 worksheet on time per day. We always complete analogue work first and then go on to digital. It is also worth your child watching some or all of the explanation video each time they complete one of the worksheets as we would repeat and revise the concepts on a daily basis in class.
