Each Friday your child’s spelling words will be available on their Spelling Shed account – if you are unsure of your child’s login please let us know ASAP (it will be the same as last years). We will always notify you of any change prior, either verbally or by text message. Please could you ensure your child learns these words throughout the week as the children will then be tested on these words on the Friday morning of the following week.
