1359 – Owain Glyndwr was born in Sycharth, North East Wales 

	
1383 – He married Margaret Hanmer (they went on to have 11 children)


	
1384 – Owain joined the military and fought for King Richard II

	
1399 – Richard II lost the throne to Henry IV, who began dividing up the Marcher land.


	
Owain Glyndwr’s neighbour, Reginald Grey, was told by King Henry IV that he could have Owain’s land. 


	
Owain was furious! He raised his banners and called for support. Thousands answered and called him the ‘Prince of Wales’.


	
Owain and his troops fought against English dominance in Wales. 

	
Henry IV heard about Owain’s attacks against English dominance and came to Wales. Owain and his troops escaped into the forests. Owain continued to fight for Wales. 


	
Most of Wales was behind Owain. In 1404, he took many castles, including Harlech Castle, as his own, and built a friendship with France. 


	
By the end of 1407, Owain had lost the castles, including his home at Harlech Castle. His wife and children were imprisoned – that was the last time Owain saw his family.


	
Owain disguised himself as a shepherd and travelled Wales alone. He was never heard from again.
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
