Holocaust Memorial Day 2026 

Holocaust Memorial Day takes place every year on 27 January, and marks the liberation day of Auschwitz-Birkenau, the largest Nazi death camp, in 1945. In the years since, this date has become internationally recognised as the day we remember the six million Jews murdered in the Holocaust.
Our Year 6 pupils took part in an age-appropriate discussion and reflection session to mark this Memorial Day.

BIG School and Garden Birdwatch

A big thank you to our Nursery, Reception and Year 1 pupils who have taken part in the BIG School and Garden Birdwatch this week. Last year, more than half a million people across the UK took part in the RSPB's Big Garden Birdwatch, and spotted more than 9.1 million birds between them.
Data about the types and numbers of birds spotted, gives the charity an enormous amount of information about which birds are doing well, and which ones might be struggling and in need of some extra help.
It's estimated that 38 million birds have been lost from UK skies in the last 60 years.
